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Create An Animal Postcard 
 

Related educational topics or areas of focus

Age group for this activity 
This Animal Postcard activity is designed for Year/grade 1 - 2 students (age 6-8).  
 
 

What is an Animal Postcard? 
An animal postcard tells us things about an animal that the animal wants us to know. 
 
The postcard: 

 Is a creative text 
 Is written in the first person 
 Gives the point of view of the animal 
 Is a presentation by the animal, of facts or 

information about itself 
 Is designed and laid out like a normal postcard, 

with a picture, text, name of the person it is 
being sent to, and a postage stamp. 
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Activity instructions 
Children can be asked to:

2. Explore information about different animals at:

Research other animals using other resources, such as books, magazines. 
 

3. Choose an animal that interests you. Find out where it lives and what it eats. 
 

4.  Decide one feature about this animal that makes it stand out.  
 

5.  Decide who you will address your postcard to. 
 

6.  Fill out the postcard template (see page 3). Describe your chosen animal, its habit, 
diet and what makes it stand out.  
 

7. Draw a picture of your chosen animal, and draw a postage stamp.
